Paul_Amopoulos, a selftaught
Pentecostal_proacher who_was
dramatically converted to Chiistan-
ftyin 1972, His o transiormed, ho
closed down the jantoral senvice
e owned in Galfornia and moved
North 1o atend the Compassion
Bible Callege in Ficley.

After 3 short course in BBle
and theology, Amapouios served a
amallchureh near Amery, Wis.

Nex, ho moved 1o’ Srookiyn
Park_and starled a_successiul
church in his home, soon moving
o ancther buling. In 1577, tho
church purchased the old Jewish
synagoguo in North Mimnaapols.
At tat time, ho lost gbout two-
ihirds of his congregation. _Fro-
quent breaking nto the  parish.
foners cars and the now environ-
ment scared many oft.

Not only that, but the now vi-
son that was emerging fo Pastor
Paul was not shared by all the
members. His vision was for mis-
sion for seving and evangalizing
the ‘nacdy,‘of the Nortsido-that

required commitmont and sacriice.

“The Grocery Sheil serves
famiies of two or more_poople,
serior ciizens, and handicapped.
Each person roceiing. groceries
must provide proo of dentifcation
for cach family member and com-
pleto a regisiaion form used by
the Mission o gather staisics.
Once rogistored, each family can
fecelve groceries once a monih.

“A family of p 10 6 peoplo with
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a baby typcally receves about 77
pounds of grocerics, worth dbout
$125 1 purchased fiom a largo dis-
count food store. This food costs
the Mission aboul $2 1o gvo away.
Not exactly a miacl, but 2 pretty
000 retum on your invesimen,
Gont you think?

“Of tho 4776 rogistered fami-
s, 64% are single mother famifos
and 0% have less than $aDt
monthly income. How wouid your
family o on $300 a morih?

“Allof the perishats food given
away s donated. Th Mission only
pays for its storage, reigeraton,
ransporiation and anding. The
Mission also buys non-perishable
food that cannot be s0d rotal

“Your conuibution also helps
pay the salaries of § full ime staft
workers and ather acministratan
costs, ks loy roofs.
